Iran 02-Mar Ongoing Anti-government 3 Deaths to date. Authorities using tear gas and batons to disperse crowds. 

Iraq 02-Mar Ongoing Basic amenities 23 Deaths to date.  

Jordan 02-Feb Ongoing Anti-government Relatively peaceful with few injuries.  

Kuwait New Alert 08-Mar Anti-government  Protest will be centred in the vicinity of the Parliament buildings. 

Lebanon 27-Feb 13-Mar Anti-government Relatively peaceful with few injuries. 
Potential flashpoint will be the special tribunal for Lebanon indictments.  Protests will be centred in and 
around Martyrs’ Square. 

Libya Ongoing Ongoing Anti-government 2,000 Deaths reported.  

Mauritania 01-Mar Ongoing Social reforms Relatively peaceful with few injuries.  

Morocco 26-Feb Ongoing Anti-government 5 Deaths to date and many more injured.  

Oman 03-Mar Ongoing Anti-government 6 Deaths to date. Army deployed and using batons, rubber bullets and tear gas. 

Saudi Arabia 25-Feb 11-Mar Political prisoners/democracy Peaceful so far with no injuries.  

Sudan 27-Feb 21-Mar Election fraud/anti-government 1 Death to date. Police using batons and tear gas to disperse protestors. 

Syria 18-Feb Ongoing Human rights/police brutality 1 Death to date.  

Tunisia 27-Feb Ongoing Anti-government 238 Deaths to date.  

Turkey 19-Feb Ongoing Anti-government Peaceful so far with no injuries.  

Yemen 03-Mar Ongoing Anti-government 21 Deaths to date. Authorities using lethal force against protestors.
